A Precursor to a Certified Racist: 
 
Margaret Sanger was born in 1879 in New York, one of 11 children born into an 
impoverished family. Her mother was Catholic, her father an atheist. Her mother 
had several miscarriages and died at an early age. Though the cause of death was 
listed as tuberculosis, Margaret always attributed her early death to the fact that her 
mother was weak from bearing so many children. This deep-seated disdain for large 
families would encompass her life and contribute to her belief that women should 
limit – or be limited – in the number of children they have. Today, due to abortion 
and Sanger the slowest growing ethnic group in America are African Americans. 
 
The Negro Project: 
 

In 1939, Margaret Sanger introduced “The Negro Project.”  “In order to make the 
project most effective, she suggested that certain black ministers be recruited. The 
objective of the “project” is to infiltrate the black community by presenting birth 
control as a health option for women to kill off the black community and limiting the 
growth of the population by abortion and sterilization. We do not want word to go 
out that we want to exterminate the Negro Population. We should hire three or four 
hundred colored ministers, preferably with social-service backgrounds, and with 
engaging personalities. The most successful educational approach to the Negro is 
through a religious appeal.” Ministers Jesse Jackson and Al Sharpton are usable! 
 
Human Weeds: 
 

Planned Parenthood founder tied eugenics together with racism, stating; “Colored 
people are like human weeds and are to be exterminated. Slav, Latin and Hebrew 
immigrants are weeds … a deadweight of human waste … human beings who never 
should have been born. Blacks, soldiers and Jews are a menace to society.” Sanger 
believed, “… for the purpose of racial purification, couples should be rewarded who 
chose sterilization.” A Pew Research taken last year found that 50% of Hispanics, 
58% of whites and 62% of blacks say abortion should be legal in most cases.
